FAITH FORMATION

The class we wish to highlight this week is Mrs. Vargas' 2nd grade class! What
an important year in their lives as they experience two Sacraments for the first
time. Here is what is going on in her classroom:

The First Communion Class is hard at work, preparing for their First Penance.
In addition to learning about the different types of sin, the real presence of Our
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Lord in the Eucharist, we also discuss how to live lives most pleasing to God.
We discuss the importance of sacrifices in our lives, and often reflect on how
they can help us earn a higher place in heaven. A good example of how they
are realizing this concept, is when we discussed what they would give up for
Lent. One child said he might give up TV. Another child said he might give
up his Xbox. Then, I asked who would earn a higher place in heaven, the
person who gave up just TV, or the one who gave up both TV and
Xbox?.......then there was silence, followed by blank stares as I could see them
contemplating the possibility of earning a higher place in heaven, but then
realized how hard it would be to give up both. I think they might just give up
cookies instead!!

Q & AFROM THE CATECHISM

Q. 927. Explain what is meant by Requiem, Nuptial and Votive Masses.

A. A Requiem Mass is one said with special prayers for the dead. A
Nuptial Mass is one said at the marriage of two Catholics, and it has
special prayers for their benefit. A Votive Mass is one said in honor of
some particular mystery or saint, on a day not set apart by the Church
for the honor of that mystery or saint.

Q. 928. From what may we learn that we are to offer up the Holy Sacrifice
with the priest?
A. We may learn that we are to offer up the Holy Sacrifice with the priest

from the words used in the Mass itself; for the priest, after offering up
the bread and wine for the Sacrifice, turns to the people and says:
"Orate Fratres," etc., which means: "Pray, brethren, that my sacrifice
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and yours may be acceptable to God the Father Almighty," and the
answer is: "May the Lord receive the sacrifice from

thy hands to the praise and glory of His own name, and to our benefit
and that of all His Holy Church."

CATHOLIC MINISTRIES APPEAL (CMA)

The time is now. We need your help. With a month to go in our Catholic
Ministry Campaign, we are well short of our goal of $30,788. As a faith
community, we have pledged $21,628 so far which is just 70% of our goal. Out
of 314 registered members, only 90 members have contributed representing
only a 28% participation rate. The $21,628 current level is below what our
campaign contributed last year. As a reminder, any shortfall from our goal of
$30,788 will need to be paid out of our LMC cash balance. We address this
request to the 72% who have not yet contributed to this year’s CMA campaign.
The time is now. Everyone’s level of giving is different and no amount is too
small. We have so much to be proud of and grateful for as a Faith Community.
We ask for your support and leadership in this very important initiative to
support and nourish our Catholic Faith ministries. Thank you and may God
bless you and your families.

Abstinence from meat: Those who have completed their 14th birthday are
obliged to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and on ALL the Fridays of
Lent.

Fasting: Those between the ages of 18 and 59 (inclusive) are also obliged to
fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. In fasting, one is permitted to eat a

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single full meal and two other small meals which, when added together, do not
equal a full meal and no eating between meals.

3. Other acts of penance are encouraged according to one’s health and generosity
with God. The classic Lenten penitential formula is PRAYER, FASTING, and
ALMSGIVING (i.e. works of charity and mercy).

WHEN YOU COME TO CHURCH, please turn OFF all cell phones, hand-held electronic
devices, pagers, watch alarms, etc., and anything else that can disrupt our sacred time with
God. It is possible for messaging and texting to waif until later!

DRESS CODE: Please remember to dress appropriately for divine worship: neatly and
modestly. Holy Mass is not an occasion when we "dress down" or appear "super-casual"!
REVERENCE for God and RESPECT for neighbor should determine what we wear. Think
about it. Thank you for your cooperation.

THERE ARE (AT LEAST) THREE REASONS to maintain a prayerful, quiet atmosphere in
the church proper before and after services: (1) RESPECT for the House of God, (2)
REVERENCE for the Blessed Sacrament, and (3) REGARD for those who want to pray in
peace. The guiding principle should be DEVOTION NOT COMMOTION. Please carry on
your friendly conversations in the church vestibules (with inside doors closed), outside, or at
the coffee hours. Reverence and friendliness can and should co-exist—in their proper settings!!

SPEAKING OF CHURCH ETIQUETTE...

... We should make a determined effort to be on time for Mass, and we should make the little
sacrifice to stay until Mass is over (that is, when the priest-celebrant leaves the sanctuary).
When it becomes necessary to conduct children to the bathroom, please do not travel through
the church during the CONSECRATION of the Mass. This will involve only a few moments of
delay.
