GUIDELINES FOR COMMUNION

Catholics need to remember the Church’s traditional rules on the
reception of Holy Communion. Practicing Catholics who are spiritually
prepared (i.e. not conscious of mortal sin on their souls) may approach
the altar rail to make a worthy Communion. If one has been away from
Masses of Obligation (due to one’s own fault) or if there is another reason
for being ill prepared, the Sacrament of Penance (Confession) is
necessary before the reception of the Most Holy Body and Blood of the
Lord. We should always approach this awesome Eucharistic Mystery with
souls empty of grave sin and full of great love. As in the awesome
Incarnational Mystery of the Word-made flesh in the stable of Bethlehem,
here holy fear and deep love co-mingle.

THE SECOND READING 1 Cor 12:4-11

given for some benefit. To one is given through the Spirit the expression
of wisdom; to another, the expression of knowledge according to the
same Spirif; to another, faith by the same Spirit; to another, gifts of
healing by the one Spirit; to another, mighty deeds; to another,
prophecy; to another, discernment of spirits; fo another, varieties of
tongues; to another, interpretation of fongues. But one and the same
Spirit produces all of these, distributing them individually to each
person as he wishes.



GOSPEL Jn 2:1-11

There was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was
there. Jesus and his disciples were also invited to the wedding. When the
wine ran short, the mother of Jesus said to him, “They have no wine.” And
Jesus said fo her, “Woman, how does your concern affect me?2 My hour
has not yet come.” His mother said to the servers, “Do whatever he tells
you.” Now there were six stone water jars there for Jewish ceremonial
washings, each holding twenty to thirty gallons. Jesus told them, "“Fill the
jars with water.” So they filled them to the brim. Then he told them, “Draw
some out now and take it to the headwaiter.” So they took it. And when
the headwaiter tasted the water that had become wine, without knowing
where it came from — although the servers who had drawn the water
knew —, the headwaiter called the bridegroom and said to him,
“Everyone serves good wine first, and then when people have drunk
freely, an inferior one; but you have kept the good wine until now.” Jesus
did this as the beginning of his signs at Cana in Galilee and so revealed
his glory, and his disciples began to believe in him.

He
will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead and his kingdom
will have no end. | believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who
proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son
is adored and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets. | believe in
one, holy, catholic, and apostolic Church. | confess one Baptism for the
forgiveness of sins, and | look forward to the resurrection of the dead and
the life of the world to come.

And Jesus saith to them: Draw out
now, and carry to the chief steward of the feast. And they carried it. And
when the chief steward had tasted the water made wine, and knew not
whence it was, but the waiters knew who had drawn the water: the chief
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steward calls the bridegroom, and saith to him: Every man af first sets forth
good wine: and when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but
thou hast kept the good wine until now. This beginning of miracles did
Jesus in Cana of Galilee; and manifested His glory, and His disciples
believed in Him.
