WHEN YOU COME TO CHURCH please turn OFF all cell phones, hand-held
electronic devices, pagers, watch alarms, etc., and anything else that can disrupt our
sacred time with God. It is possible for emails and texts to wait until later!

DRESS CODE Please remember to dress appropriately for divine worship: neatly and
modestly. Holy Mass is not an occasion when we "dress down" or appear "super-casual™!
REVERENCE for God and RESPECT for neighbor should determine what we wear.
Think about it. Thank you for your cooperation.

THERE ARE (AT LEAST) THREE REASONS to maintain a prayerful, quiet
atmosphere in the church proper before and after services: (1) RESPECT for the House
of God, (2) REVERENCE for the Blessed Sacrament, and (3) REGARD for those who
want to pray in peace. The guiding principle should be DEVOTION NOT
COMMOTION. Please carry on your friendly conversations in the church vestibules

GOSPEL Mt 21:33-43

Jesus said to the chief priests and the elders of the people: "Hear another parable. There
was a landowner who planted a vineyard, put a hedge around it, dug a wine press in it,
and built a tower. Then he leased it to tenants and went on a journey. When vintage time
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drew near, he sent his servants to the tenants to obtain his produce. But the tenants seized
the servants and one they beat, another they killed, and a third they stoned. Again he sent
other servants, more numerous than the first ones, but they treated them in the same way.
Finally, he sent his son to them, thinking, 'They will respect my son. ‘But when the tenants
saw the son, they said to one another, 'This is the heir. Come, let us kill him and acquire
his inheritance.' They seized him, threw him out of the vineyard, and killed him. What
will the owner of the vineyard do to those tenants when he comes?" They answered him,
"He will put those wretched men to a wretched death and lease his vineyard to other
tenants who will give him the produce at the proper times." Jesus said to them, "Did you
never read in the Scriptures: The stone that the builders rejected has become the
cornerstone; by the Lord has this been done, and it is wonderful in our eyes? Therefore,
| say to you, the kingdom of God will be taken away from you and given to a people that
will produce its fruit."

Some of
them ignored the invitation and went their way, one to his farm, another to his business.
The rest seized his slaves, insulted them, and killed them. Now the king became angry,
and sent his army which destroyed those murderers and burnt their city.

GUIDELINES FOR COMMUNION

Catholics need to remember the Church’s traditional rules on the reception of Holy
Communion. Practicing Catholics who are spiritually prepared (i.e. not conscious of
mortal sin on their souls) may approach the altar rail to make a worthy Communion. If
one has been away from Masses of Obligation (due to one’s own fault) or if there is
another reason for being ill prepared, the Sacrament of Penance (Confession) is necessary
before the reception of the Most Holy Body and Blood of the Lord. We should always
approach this awesome Eucharistic Mystery with souls empty of grave sin and full of
great love. As in the awesome Incarnational Mystery of the Word-made flesh in the stable
of Bethlehem, here holy fear and deep love co-mingle. Catholic couples in cohabitation
(living together without the Sacrament of Matrimony) or in irregular marriages (without
the blessing of Christ’s Sacrament) are advised not to receive Holy Communion. These
brothers and sisters of ours are of deep pastoral concern to the Church. Hopefully they
will soon take steps to rectify their situation.
