GUIDELINES FOR COMMUNION

Catholics need to remember the Church’s traditional rules on the reception of Holy Communion.
Practicing Catholics who are spiritually prepared (i.e. not conscious of mortal sin on their souls)
may approach the altar rail to make a worthy Communion. If one has been away from Masses of
Obligation (due to one’s own fault) or if there is another reason for being ill prepared, the
Sacrament of Penance (Confession) is necessary before the reception of the Most Holy Body and
Blood of the Lord. We should always approach this awesome Eucharistic Mystery with souls empty
of grave sin and full of great love. As in the awesome Incarnational Mystery of the Word-made
flesh in the stable of Bethlehem, here holy fear and deep love co-mingle. Catholic couples in
cohabitation (living together without the Sacrament of Matrimony) or in irregular marriages
(without the blessing of Christ’s Sacrament) are advised not to receive Holy Communion. These
brothers and sisters of ours are of deep pastoral concern to the Church. Hopefully they will soon
take steps to rectify their situation.

As you are aware, our Parish Center boiler has been repaired many times over the years
and the time has come to fully replace it. Doing so also requires asbestos abatement.

I handed on to you first of all what I myself received,
namely, that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures; that he
was buried and, in accordance with the Scriptures, rose on the third day; that he
was seen by Cephas, then by the twelve. After that he was seen by more than five
hundred brethren at the same time, most of whom are still alive, although some
have fallen asleep. Then he was seen by James, then by all the apostles. And last
of all he showed himself to me, to one strangely born into the apostolic family.
Indeed, I am the least of all the apostles. I do not deserve the name "apostle,"
because I persecuted the Church of God. But by God's favor I am what [ am, and
his favor to me has not proved fruitless.

GOSPEL At that time, Jesus left Tyrian territory and returned via Sidon to the
sea of Galilee, into the district of the Ten Cities. And some people brought him
a deaf man with a speech impediment, and begged him to lay his hand upon him.
So he took him off by himself, away from the crowd. He put his fingers into his
ears and spitting, touched his tongue; then he looked up to heaven, and groaned,
saying to him, "Ephphatha!" (that is, "Be opened"). At once his ears were opened,
and the knot in his tongue was untied, and he began to speak plainly. Then he
strictly enjoined them not to tell anyone. But the more he ordered them not to, all
the more they proclaimed it; and their amazement knew no bounds: "All he has
accomplished is wonderful! He even gives hearing to the deaf, speech to the
mute."

CHURCH ETIQUETTE

WHEN YOU COME TO CHURCH please turn OFF all cell phones, hand-held electronic
devices, pagers, watch alarms, etc., and anything else that can disrupt our sacred time with God. It
is possible for emails and texts to wait until later!

DRESSING PROPERLY FOR CHURCH Summer brings hot weather, and hot weather brings
the need to remind worshippers about proper dress décor in church. Clothing should be neat and
modest (un-revealing). No short pants on adults. Shoulders should be covered. Please do NOT
“dress down” for Mass, since we are NOT attending a beach party, tennis match, or backyard cook
out. Think this through! If you respect the presence of God and your neighbor at church services,
you will dress respect-fully. After all, it does matter what we wear to Holy Mass!

THERE ARE (AT LEAST) THREE REASONS to maintain a prayerful, quiet atmosphere in the
church proper before and after services: (1) RESPECT for the House of God, (2) REVERENCE
for the Blessed Sacrament, and (3) REGARD for those who want to pray in peace. The guiding
principle should be DEVOTION NOT COMMOTION. Please carry on your friendly conversations
in the church vestibules (with inside doors closed), outside, or at the coffee hours. Reverence and
friendliness can and should co-exist—in their proper settings!

IN ADDITION ...We should make a determined effort to be on time for Mass, and we should
make the little sacrifice to stay until Mass is over (that is, when the priest-celebrant leaves the
sanctuary). When it be necessary to conduct children to the bathroom, please do not travel through
the church during the CONSECRATION of the Mass. This will involve only a few moments of
delay.
